Rodney, father of Victoria Stafford who was abducted and murdered after leav-
ing her school in Woodstock early this spring cycled through our municipality on 
Thursday, August 13th on his long journey to Jasper, Alberta, one of his daugh-
ter’s favorite places.  Stafford is making the 3,453 km ride across Canada to 
raise awareness and funds for Child Find Ontario, a group that works to find 
and protect missing kids. Rodney is taking on this tremendous task in memory 
of his daughter.   

To follow Rodney’s journey, please visit 
www.eye-zon.com, a tracking device called the 
Eye-zOn developed by Peter Beggs, driver of the 

van and Stafford’s girlfriend.  They are hopeful that this device may 
be used in the future to track children.  

These are the cities Stafford plans to go through on his trip.  Sudbury, 
Sault Ste. Marie, Kenora, Winnipeg, Brandon, Regina, Saskatoon, 
Edmonton and Jasper. 

People have been encouraging him on, through their words and donations.

By-law 2001-15 being a by-law to prohibit and regulate the 
keeping of animals or any class thereof within the Municipality 
has been amended with the following set fines: 

Failure to acquire dog license  $30 

Own, harbour or possess more than two dogs in or ab out 
any house or in any suite of an apartment building within 
the village boundaries limits  $50 

Permit dog to run at large  $90 

Permit dog to trespass on private property  $90 

Fail to clean-up defecation of own dog  $90

At the August 26th meeting, Council recognized members of the Awrey, 
Markstay and Warren First Response Teams for their outstanding contri-
bution and years of dedication to the First Response Teams.  Certificate 
of Appreciation was presented to those who were present.  The celebra-
tion was followed with cake and coffee. 
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When it comes to fire, adults over age 65 are at greater risk than any other group.  As most fire deaths occur in the home, it is important that 

older people know how to protect themselves.  If you have a relative or friend in this vulnerable group, please take a few minutes to complete this fire safety check of 
their home.  It could be a lifesaver.  
 Part A is the physical fire safety check of the older adult’s home.  It should be conducted once each month by a relative or friend.  

 Part B consists of 14 questions to ask the older adult.  These questions should be asked once, with periodic reminders.  

 What to do if you are concerned If possible, take measures to correct the situation.  Advise the older person that he/she is at risk of fire and injury.  Remember, it 
is extremely difficult to change established habits.  If the older person will not change the risky behavior - such as smoking in bed - appropriate safeguards must be 
put in place or alternative plans made.  Contact your fire department or the Community Care Access Centre in your area for advice or assistance.

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Operation of off-road vehicles on any highway within the municipality that is 
under the jurisdiction of the municipality is permitted and only one driver 
and no passenger is allowed at all times.  The off-road vehicle shall not be 
driven at a rate of speed greater than a) 20 kilometers per hour, if the 

speed limit established under the Act for the part of the 
highway is not greater than 50 kilometers per hour or b) 50 
kilometers per hour, if the speed limit established under the 
Act for that part of the highway is greater than 50 kilometres 

per hour. 

Off-road vehicles are not permitted in the following areas: Municipal Parks, 
Playgrounds, Ballfields, Memorial Parks, Municipal Cemeteries, Municipal 
Buildings’ Grounds; Municipal Pits and Quarries, any sidewalks within the 
Municipality. 

No person shall operate an off-road vehicle in the village of Markstay and 
Warren between 11 pm and 5 am.   

Any person who contravenes any of the provisions of this by-law is guilty of 
an offence and upon conviction is liable to a fine as provided for under 
Highway Traffic Act and the Compulsory Automobile Insurance Act.
